DIRECTIONS

By train:

· Beverly is on the Newburyport/Rockport Line of the MBTA Commuter Rail. 

· On the weekends, trains depart North Station in Boston every 45 minutes to 1 hour beginning at 8:30am and each train makes a stop at Beverly (Depot). 

· The train ride from North Station to Beverly (Depot) appears to be about 30 minutes.

· The station is on Park Street across from the Post Office (between Broadway and Railroad Ave). The distance to the venues from the commuter rail station is roughly ¾ of a mile. So, that could be a 20- to 30-minute walk depending on how fast you walk or a very short cab ride. 

By car, motorcycle, or other vehicle:

· Take Rte 1 North (over Tobin Bridge) 

· Get on 128 North 

· Take Exit 22E (Route 62) 

· Make a right at the end of the exit and drive 2.6 miles until the road ends (initially it will be more residential and then you will see a lot of stores, plus you will cross over a set of railroad tracks). At this “T”, Town and Paint Supply, an orange and white building will be facing you. 

· Take a right on Cabot Street. 

· For the Sunday show, The Organic Garden Cafe is on the right at 294 Cabot St. 

· For the Saturday show, take left from Cabot onto Dane St. (just before the Hess Station). Dane Street Congregational Church is the white church on the left at 10 Dane St. 

Parking is available behind the church and on the street.  Street parking meters require quarters, but often on weekends you get a break – often on Sundays, parking is free.  Just check the signs carefully wherever you park!
